ADVERTISING

Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing
authority

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

The regatta is open to all boats of the Finn class.

Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and sending it, together with
the required fee, to The Waiuku Yacht Club P O Box 40, Waiuku , by 7th February
2016
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Entries will be accepted up until 1100hrs 11" February 2016 providing all eligibility
requirements are met and the required entry fee is paid

To be eligible to compete in this event each competitor shall be a financial member of a
club recognised by the competitor’s national authority. Proof of membership must be
provided at registration

Each competitor, entrant and crew member shall be a financial member of the New
Zealand Finn Association or a National Association recognised by the International Finn
Association. Proof of membership must be provided at registration

PENALTY SYSTEM

Rule 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turn Penalty is replaced by the One-Turn Penalty.

SCORING

5 races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

SUPPORT BOATS
Support boats shall be marked with the competitors sail number.

LAUNCHING

Unless otherwise directed by the Organising Authority, all competing boats and
equipment shall be launched and retrieved from the Waiuku Yacht Club
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RADIO COMMUNICATION

Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor
receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to
mobile telephones.
